HM had surgery removing much of his hippocampi; make a hypothesis as to whether he could complete the following tasks and explain your answer by describing the type of memory being tested. 

Day to day tasks
1. Could HM remember the thread of a conversation as he was participating in it?


2. Could HM remember the contents of that conversation a week later?



3. Do you think HM could learn to swim? 
       (Assume that he had never learnt to swim prior to the surgery)



Neuropsychological tasks:
4. Number digit span test
In this task the examiner reads a list of numbers to HM and asks him to immediately repeat the list back. Do you think HM could immediately recall a string of 5 numbers?



5. Learning word pairs 
In this task, the examiner reads 14 pairs of words to HM. After a 30 minute delay, HM is given the first word of a pair and asked to give the matching second word. 
Do you think HM would be able to learn the word pairs?



6. Learning perceptual skills; Mirror Reading
In this task, HM is shown a series of mirror-reflected words. The time that he takes to read these words aloud is recorded. Over multiple trials, most subjects become faster at reading the mirror-reflected words and acquire this new skill.cabbages

Do you think HM would be able to learn to read the mirror-reflected words more quickly over time?



Helpful Definitions (If you need them):
Short term memories: those that are held in mind for immediate use
Long term memories: those can be recalled later in time; this can be 30 minutes after the event, sometimes learning remains years later.  
Declarative memories: memories of events or facts. Relate to “knowing that”.
